In the
words of an informant: "The khutbahs always contain the injunction, ‘Do not do this and that.' but they
never tell people how to deal properly with their daily lives”. The general feeling is that the Sermons dc
not deal with problems resulting from change within the community of Kanuba, Among those problems.
for example, is the difficult situation of some families in their new economic context. In one adaptive
response to rising prices and lagging incomes, the modernist group in Kanuba decided to allow adult
relatively well-educated females to work outside the village and even succeeded in obtaining jobs for
two older unmarried women. Another similar effort by the same group was the encouragement of
contraception, with a view to limiting the size of families. Both these efforts towards social innovation
have been opposed on religious grounds by most villagers, who believe that female professional work
and interference with reproduction go against the instructions or God concerning the weakness of womer
and His will to give life.
